1. Meeting called to order:
a. Jason Lewallen called the meeting to order at 6:00pm
2. Approval of March Agenda
a. Jimmy Thompson motioned to approve March agenda, Gwen Wiley seconded, all approved
3. Old Business
a. Election of Officers
Jimmy Thompson made a motion for Jason Lewallen to serve as Chairman for another term, Gwen Wiley seconded, all approved

Jimmy Thompson made a motion for Josh Dilbeck to serve as Vice Chairman for a term, Gwen Wiley seconded, all approved

4. New Business
a. Variance to reduce number of parking spaces from 90 as required by code to 50

Jon Toppen from Tapestry Development came and spoke on this variance and why going from 90 to 50 parking spaces should be allowed due to the extent of what the building is housing for. Susanne Dow mentioned she has plenty of data backing up their variance and why 50 spots would be sufficient.

Josh Dilbeck made a motion to approve, Portia Burns seconded, all approved

b. Variance to allow community laundry facilities as opposed to individual laundry facilities as required by code

Jon Toppen from Tapestry Development came and spoke about how given the specific clientele most can’t provide their own laundry services, nor have transportation to get to the nearest facility. He mentioned there will be a lot of young children and the need for a laundry facility on site will be crucial.

Portia Burns made a motion to approve, Josh Dilbeck seconded, all approved.

c. Conditional Use to allow a package store

Vince Fitzgerald, attorney for Cook Construction, presented the request for a Conditional Use.

Melissa Vance voiced concerns, stating there is no need for an additional package store in the area.



Ken Haines, speaking on behalf of Level Grove Church, expressed concern that the proposed use could negatively impact the surrounding area and church activities, including large events such as Vacation Bible School.

Kathy Crane expressed concern that the proposal would not meet the “upscale” expectations previously presented and could negatively affect the community.

Donna Shirley expressed opposition, citing concerns about potential increases in crime and impacts on nearby residents.

Fredda Waters shared concerns based on her professional experience regarding the impacts of alcohol-related incidents, including DUIs.

Josh Dilbeck made a motion to table the request until the next meeting due to lack of information. Jimmy Thompson seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

d. Approval of Ordinance # 04-26-01 amending Chapter 42 of the Municipal Code to establish procedures for the annexation of property into the city limits

Kathy Crane expressed appreciation for the new annexation actions but stated that additional information should have been released and further research by staff would be beneficial. 

Josh Dilbeck made a motion to approve, Gwen Wiley seconded, all approved.
